i)Galw ei ddefaid: Mae’r bugail da ‘yn galw ei ddefaid ei
hun wrth eu henwau ac yn eu harwain hwy allan’ 3.

a) Sylwer, Ei ddefaid ydynt ac mae’n eu hadnabod — “Myfi
yw’r bugail da; yr wyf yn adnabod fy nefaid, a’m defaid yn
f'adnabod i”14. b) Sut gall hyn fod? “Hwy yw rhodd fy
Nhad i mi,” 29. Maent wedi ei rhoi gan y Tad. c) Beth oedd
y bugail yn barod i wneud dros ei ddefaid? Marw! “Y mae’r
bugail da yn rhoi ei einioes dros y defaid,” 11. Oen Duw,
lesu, yn rhoi ei fywyd dros bobl Dduw!

i) Galw wrth eu henwau: a) Mae’n adnabod ei ddefaid ac
yn gwybod eu henwau. Cofier, roedd yn bosib bod mwy
nag un praidd o ddefaid o fewn un gorlan, ond ei ddefaid
ef yn unig oedd yn adnabod ei lais ac yn ei ddilyn allan o’r
gorlan. b) Mae rhywbeth personol mewn gwybod enw
rhywun. Gwnaeth Mair adnabod lesu yn dilyn Ei
atgyfodiad, pan wnaeth ei galw wrth ei henw. Gwnaeth
lesu alw Mathew wrth ei enw er mwyn iddo ei ddilyn fel
disgybl.

“I AM THE DOOR OF THE SHEEP”.

Hymn: 948 ‘Guide me, O thou great Jehovah.
Reading: John 10:1-10.
Message: THE PARABLE OF THE SHEEPFOLD.

Jesus is the shepherd in the parable but who are the
thieves and robbers? What is the significance of the
sheepfold? We need to look back to chapter 9. There we
see how the Pharisees ‘cast out’ a blind man who had
been healed by Jesus. In so doing, they rejected Jesus’
power to heal and Jesus himself as Lord and Son of God.

In Jesus’ days there were 2 sheepfolds:

i) Rural Sheepfold: A circle of stones in an open field.
There was no gate or door; the shepherd would sleep
across the entrance at night. ii) Town Sheepfold: An
enclosed (walled) area with a gate or door. A gatekeeper
would guard the sheep at night. This is the sheepfold in
the opening verses. The good shepherd enters through
the gate and his sheep recognise him. Not so the robber
who climbs over the wall and scatters the sheep.

What lessons do we learn from the parable?

i)Calling His Sheep: The good shepherd ‘calls his own
sheep by name and leads them out,” 3. a) They are his
sheep and he know’s them. “/ am the good shepherd. |
know my own and my own know me,” 14. b) How can this
be? “My Father (who) has given them to me,” 29. c) What
was he prepared to do for his sheep? Die! “I| am the good
shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the
sheep,” 11. The Lamb of God, Jesus, gave his life to save
God’s people.

ii) Calling by Name: The good shepherd not only knows
his sheep but knows their names. It was possible for more
than one flock to be enclosed within a sheepfold, but it
was only his own sheep who recognised the shepherds’
voice and follwed him. There is something personal about
knowing someone’s name. Mary recognised Jesus after
his resurrection only after he had called her by name.
Jesus called Matthew the tax collector by name and he
followed Jesus as a disciple. Jesus called Zacchaeus from
the tree by his name, though there is no evidence that
they had met previously. Jesus knows his people by name.

iii) Calling to the Church: To where does Jesus call the
sheep? He calls them out of the sheepfold, that is,
Judaism and into his Church. Jesus calls people from their




‘lesser loyalties’ an empty religion, paganism, materialism
or from worldly pleasures to himself, to be a part of His
family, His church. Do we know His voice? Are we following
Him? Are we a part of His church with a true hope for
heaven and life in all its fullness?

Prayer: Our Heavenly Father, at times we feel like sheep
penned in and separate from others because of the
coronavirus. Our prayer is that you will strengthen and
comfort us in these trying days. We know that restrictions
are slowly being eased, yet the virus is still around us
creating fear and uncertainty. We pray for a safe
treatment of this virus, a vaccine that will control the
spread of the virus. Please give wisdom and guidance to
the scientists and technicians that are developing such a
vaccine.

Dear Father, we give thanks that some chapels are now
re-opening. However, we understand that there are some
people who are still weary of going to public places, such
as to a chapel, at this time. We pray that you will continue
to support and comfort them both physically and
spiritually, until the time comes for them to return to the
chapel. For others who are ready to return to the chapel,

please give them a sense of your peace and continue to
keep us all well and free from the virus.

Though worship services will be a little different in the
coming weeks because of safety restrictions, we do look
forward to a new opportunity to worship together and to
be in your presence as a congregation once again. Hear
our prayer and continue to protect and guide us.
